REMINDER – NEW NUMBER FOR TEXAS TRANSITIONAL RECOVERY OFFICE NEWS DESK  
BEAUMONT, Texas – The news desk phone number for FEMA’s Texas Transitional Recovery Office (TTRO) recently changed to 703-254-9171. The previous news desk number - 512-908-8863 – has been disconnected.  However, FEMA is still actively involved in Texas.
The TTRO continues to provide disaster housing assistance to thousands of Texas families.  The FEMA Region VI office, Denton, Texas supports federal disaster response and recovery efforts in its five-state region:  New Mexico, Texas, Oklahoma, Arkansas and Louisiana.       

The new TTRO News Desk number is answered 24/7, but callers may be advised to leave a message.  Reporters can also call the FEMA Region VI news desk, 940-898-5104, or the FEMA HQ Public Affairs news desk, Washington D.C., 202-646-4600.   Both numbers are answered 24/7.
More than 8,000 Katrina/Rita families are still receiving federal disaster housing assistance in Texas, part of a nationwide group of more than 27,000 families whose rental assistance transitioned to the Dept. of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) on Dec. 1, 2007.   The disaster rental assistance program is scheduled to continue through Feb. 28, 2009.  
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
